He knew then that he had to confront his demons, and this book, which began as a psychological self-study, became the emotional account of his story. It took him to places he never thought he would visit again.
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About the Author: Walter James is originally from New York City, where he grew up in an orphanage and visited friends in the barrio of Spanish Harlem during the pre-civil rights era. He wrote the majority of this poetry collection in 1980. He is a nationally registered respiratory therapist and holds a certified letter from a Chinese Master to teach Kung Fu and Tai Chi Chuan after 15 years of training. Carrying a knife scar on his throat and bullet in his hip, the author credits his survival to his Chinese training. He also holds two master’s degrees from Monterey Institute of International Studies on the California Coast peninsula of Monterey, Carmel (International Studies & Public Administration). He currently resides in Los Angeles.
